CET Call 2022 - Call Modules Eligibility Criteria

- Applicants must choose and apply to a specific call module when submitting their project proposal.
- Evaluation and ranking of the project proposals will be performed separately per Call module.

CET Call 2022 - Other Transnational eligibility criteria

- Each project proposal must include at least three independent legal entities from at least
three different countries participating in the CET Partnership Joint Call 2022, out of which
at least two must be EU Member States or Horizon Europe Associated Countries.
Applicants not asking for funding are welcome to participate in addition to the minimum

consortium requirement.

- The total effort of one partner cannot exceed 60 % of the total project efforts (measured Q
in person months).

- The total effort of partners from one country/region cannot exceed 75 % of the total
project efforts (measured in person months).

- Project proposals must be written in English and submitted to the CET Partnership
Application System before the deadline (designated proposal forms must be used).
- Project consortia must include one project Coordinator who is responsible for coordination

of the project. V

Project Duration
- Projects are required to start before 15 December 2023.
- The maximum project duration must not exceed 36 months.

CET Call 2022 - Evaluation & Selection

Step 1 (Pre-proposal stage): Pre-proposals that are submitted correctly and within the deadline will

be checked for eligibility by the Call Management against general criteria and by the FPOs according

to their national/regional criteria. There will be one separate evaluation procedure per Call module.

All eligible pre-proposals will be subject to a scientific evaluation by at least three independent
experts based on three criteria - ‘Excellence’, ‘Impact’, and 'Quality and efficiency of the
implementation’. The CET Partnership Funding Partners will agree on the list of pre-proposals to be
invited for submission of a full proposal. The decision will be based on the ranked list and the result of

the national/regional eligibility check while ensuring that the total budget of invited pre-proposals i@
balanced in relation to the available budget for each Funding Partner.

Step 2 (Full proposal stage): After the submission deadline for full proposals, the submitted full
proposals will be checked to ensure that they meet the formal call criteria. The full proposal must be ‘
consistent with the pre-proposal and may not differ substantially. Each full proposal in a specific call

module will, as far as possible, be evaluated by the same three independent experts

based on three criteria - ‘Excellence’, ‘Impact’ and ‘Quality and efficiency of implementation’.

The CET Partnership Funding Partners will take funding decisions based on the ranking Ilstchhe

expert panel and considering the available budget

- consortia must include at least three independent legal entities applying for
funding from three different countries

- the project coordinator must be eligible to be funded by its national/regional
participating FA and request funding

- each consortium must include at least one urban government authority

- the duration of a project must not exceed 36 months

- pre-proposals/full-proposals must be written in English and respect the
template form (available online)

- pre-proposals/full-proposals have to be submitted on the UEFISCDI electronic
submission system before the corresponding deadlines

- no fundamental changes between the pre-proposal and the full-proposal,
initiated by the applicants alone, will be accepted

- national/regional rules may be more restrictive regarding eligibility criteria!

Water4All Call 2022 - Eligibility criteria

® Proposals must address at least one main topic, even though it is not compulsory to

address all subtopics within a topic in the proposals.
® Each consortium must be composed of at least a minimum of three eligible partners that
request funding from participating Funding Partner Organisations from three different

countries.
® Projects must involve at least two independent legal entities from two different EU

Member States or Horizon Europe associated countries as recipients of the financial Q

support.
e The upper limit of eligible project partners per consortium is 7 (including 1 self-funded

partner).
® |In each proposal, one of the entities must act as the Consortium Coordinator which has ‘

the responsibility for submitting the proposal.

e The international RD&I projects duration should be 36 monthes.
® Proposals must be written in English.
e The workload distribution within a consortium must be balanced, and no partner V

(including a self-funded partner) should have more than 50% of person months.
e |n addition to the general eligibility criteria, each project partner must ensure that his/her
contribution to the overall project conforms to national eligibility criteria

Step 1 (Pre-proposal stage): Pre-proposals that are submitted correctly and within the deadline
will be checked for eligibility by the Call Secretariat against general criteria and by the FPOs
according to their national/regional criteria

All eligible pre-proposals will be subject to a scientific evaluation by at least three remote
evaluators based on two criteria - ‘Excellence’ and ‘Impact’. A ranking list of pre-proposals will
be produced, including only pre-proposals that meet the minimum threshold, i.e., 3 out of 5 in

each criterion Q

Step 2 (Full proposal stage): After the submission deadline for full proposals, the submitted full
proposals will be checked to ensure that they meet the formal call criteria and have not changed
substantially from the respective pre-proposals. ‘
All full proposals will be subject to a remote scientific evaluation by at least three remote

evaluators based on three criteria - ‘Excellence’, ‘Impact’ and ‘Quality and Efficiency of

Implementation’.

Each proposal will then be reviewed by the Evaluation Panel (EP), The decisions of the EP g\hould

be taken collectively, preferably by consensus or by simple majority. The final ranking list will b
forwarded to the CSC which will meet to decide on the projects to be recommended for funding

by FPOs.
